ILLNESS OF A CHILD

It is important that we maintain a healthy
environment. For the benefit of everyone in
our Center, please keep your children home
if they do not feel well (diarrhea, fever,
vomiting, congestion, uncontrolled runny
nose, or coughing). PLEASE NOTIFY
THE CENTER IF YOUR CHILD WILL
BE ABSENT. If your child is out for more
than five (5) school days, a note from your
physician is required for your child to return.

ILLNESS GUIDELINES

=

Any child who is ill needs to be kept home.
2. A child who is too ill for outside play needs
to remain at home until strong enough to
enjoy the program.

3. Your child may return to school when

a. temperature is normal for 24 hours.

b. diarrhea or vomiting has stopped for
24 hours.

C. cleared to return to school with a
physician’s note.

d. your child has taken an antibiotic,
ordered by the physician, for
24 hours.

Any one of the following symptoms will require that a
child be removed from the Center as recommended by
the Connecticut Department of Health:

\Vomiting Chicken Pox Diarrhea Mumps
Conjunctivitis Impetigo  Fever
Measles Unidentified Rash Strep Throat

If a child has an injury (fractured or broken bones, stitches,
etc.) a note is required from your physician stating that the
child can participate fully in the program.
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If your child has had a toileting accident at school
and come home wearing clothes other than his own,
please return them to the school. We have a
shortage of boys pants. If you have any out grown
pants, we would love to have them. Thanks

Soup Is For Learning (Sharing too!)
Preschoolers can help parents prepare soup
and experience sharing while they

cooperate to complete a task.  You'll be
surprised at how much learning takes place!
You will need:

A large pot with a cover, vegetable brush,
vegetable peeler (optional), knives, cutting
board, measuring cup, a ladle/big spoon,
soup bowls and a stovetop.

Ingredients can include:

4 cups water, 4 vegetable or chicken
bouillon cubes, and a variety of vegetables;
carrots, potatoes, corn, peas, onions,
zucchini etc.

Preparation: Wash and scrub the
vegetables (peeling is optional). Cut into 1"

pieces. Pour water into the pot, and add
the bouillon and vegeta ble pieces. Cover
and bring to a boil, then simmer for an

hour.
